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FORM “C part 2” (ADULT) DIOCESE OF AMARILLO
GUIDELINES FOR ADULT CHAPERONES/SPONSORS

Youth Ministers and Adult Leaders are responsible for the actions of youth from their respective parishes. Each
parish will take full responsibility for any damage or theft done by members at the Diocesan activity site. It is our
request that all adult leaders in each delegation help enforce the code of conduct, and to set an example for
youth.

The following guidelines have been established to help adult leaders:

1. Adult leaders' nametags will bear a colored ribbon or dot, identifying them as chaperones/sponsors.

2. Each chaperone is asked to be in charge of 6-8 youth. Chaperones under the age 21 must be pre-approved
by the Office of Youth Ministry or Parish Priest to serve as chaperones at Diocesan activities.

3. Chaperones are encouraged to go over guidelines with youth.

4. ONLY the Youth Minister/Contact will pick up registration packets during registration times.

5. Adults are asked to attend all Diocesan activities and touch base with youth on a regular basis to answer
questions. Please do not leave the activity site and expect other adults to be responsible for the youth assigned
to you.

6. Adults and youth are required to wear nametags at all times. Nametags are necessary to be admitted into all
activities and meals.

7. Each Parish is responsible for medical releases for their participants. The medical releases/permission forms
should be kept in the first aid room or assigned area. Each Youth Minister’s cell number should be left in the first
aid room with registration forms, in case of an emergency. Any illness or injuries should be reported to the
Diocesan Director.

8. Responsibility for discipline is shared by all adult chaperones.

9. We look to the ADULT LEADERS of each delegation to help enforce the code of conduct and to set an
example for their youth.

10. Chaperones are requested to check rooms about 10 minutes after curfew to make sure all youth are
accounted for. Any youth not accounted for should be reported to the Diocesan Director.

Chaperones are asked to monitor areas until at least 3:00 a.m. (night guards recommended)

If necessary, please double-check the rooms you are accountable for during the night. (If staying in motels)
11. Chaperones should familiarized yourself with emergency exits, evacuation and crisis plans, defibrillator
locations.

12. At times, a Parish check-in time may be scheduled. Chaperones are requested to make sure all youth are
accounted for and notify their Youth Minister.

13. Youth who cause problems should be reported to the Youth Minister and if necessary the Diocesan Director.
If necessary, parents will be notified and youth will be sent home.

14. Chaperones are requested to monitor and familiarize yourself with the Activity site: workshop areas,
bathrooms, hallways etc. (In hotel atrium, hallways, stairwells, game rooms, pool areas, balconies, terraces, and
elevators at all times. Youth are not allowed to leave the immediate activity site area except during times
specified by the activity coordinator. Adult chaperones should always know the location of the young people in
their care.

15. For motel purposes: No visiting will be allowed in rooms by members of the opposite sex unless two adults
are present. It is the hope of the Diocese of Amarillo that everyone who attends the Diocesan activity has an
opportunity to benefit from all that it has to offer. By providing chaperones with guidelines, we hope to answer
questions and avoid problems and confusion.

16. Be an understanding person. Do not press your views on your group members. Be respectful.

17. Chaperones/sponsors who are of legal drinking age (21 years old) are expected to be leaders and examples
to younger attendees; therefore ALL PARTICIPANTS are to refrain from drinking. The purpose, possession or
consumption of beer, wine, other alcoholic beverages and use of illegal drugs by any individual will not be
tolerated. Infraction of these rules will mean immediate dismissal from the Diocesan activity. The bars and
lounges are OFF LIMITS.

18. Be prepared to work BUT have a good time and let the Lord work within you to touch others. (LET GOD BE
GOD)

GUIA PARA CHAPERONES ADULTOS

Coordinadores de la Pastoral con adolescentes o los adultos asignados son responsables pro las acciones de
adolescentes de su parroquia. Cada parroquia sera responsable por todo dafio y robo que sea cometido por
adolescentes en el lugar de las conferencia. Le pedimos a cada chaperén que ayude a llevar acabo el cédigo de
conducta y que sea un buen ejemplo para los jévenes adolescentes. Por el tamafio de la conferencia, n se permite que
jovenes de diecinueve y veinte afios sean chaperones de adolescentes, pero si pueden ayudar chaperones con el grupo.
Chaperones deben tener la edad minima de 21 afios.

Las siguientes guias han sido establecidas para ayudar a los lideres adultos a entender su papel como chaperones y
para que den buen ejemplo en su comportamiento.

1. El gafete de los lideres adultos tendra un listén que los identifique como chaperones.

2. Cada chaperoén estara encargado de adolescentes. Adolescentes deben saber de ante mano que tendran un
chaperon que sera responsable de ellos y con quien reportarse a las hora asignadas. Chaperones deben saber los
nameros de las habitaciones en las cuales sus adolescentes se estan quedando.

3. Se le pide al chaperdn que repase la guia para la actividad con los adolescentes.

4. cada lider de la parroquia recogera su paquete de inscripciones y las llaves del hotel y las repartira a sus
adolescentes.

5. Se le pide a todo adulto que participe de las actividades de la actividad y que mantenga comunicacion constante con
los adolescentes para asi poder responder a sus preguntas. Favor de no dejar el lugar de la actividad y esperar que
otros adultos cuiden de sus adolescentes.

6. Se le pide a los adultos y adolescentes que siempre usen su gafete durante toda la actividad. El gafete es necesario
para poder participar en todas las actividades y para las comidas.

7. Cada parroquia es responsable por las formas médicas de sus adolescentes. Las formas de permiso y médicas
deben de estar en el cuarto para primeros auxilios (el # del cuarto sera anunciado). El numero de la habitacién para cada
adulto debe de entregarse en el cuarto de primeros auxilios en caso de emergencia. Cualquier herida o enfermedad
debe ser reportada al lider de la parroquia. Se debe reportar esto en la forma para incidentes y se debe entregar al
cuarto de primeros auxilios lo mas pronto posible.

8. Ladisciplina de los adolescentes es una responsabilidad compartida por todos los adultos chaperones. TODOS LOS
ADOLESCENTES SON NURESTROS ADOLESCENTES.

9. Se le pide a los adultos que no tomen bebidas alcohdlicas durante la actividad.

10.Se le pide a los chaperones que revisen las habitaciones de los adolescentes 10 minutos antes de la hora asignada
en la cual todo adolescentes debe estar en su habitacion. Cualquier adolescente que esté en su habitacién debe ser
reportado al lider adulto de la parroquia.

11.Cada lider de la parroquia es responsable por el cuidado, la seguridad, y la supervisién de su grupo todas las noches.
Arreglos para la cena (ordenar pizza o hacer arreglos con el hotel) deben ser hechos por aquellas parroquias que
lleguen tarde. No se permite que los adolescentes salgan del hotel sin ser acompafiados por los adultos chaperones.
Responsabilidades de supervision seran asignadas a los adultos para las actividades. Favor de comunicarse con el lider
de la parroquia para los detalles.

12.En todo momento, se le pide al chaperén adulto que fije las horas para que los adolescentes se reporten con el-ella.
Chaperones deben asegurarse que todos sus adolescentes se han reportado y se le debe comunicar esto al lider adulto
de la parroquia. Esto es para asegurarse que todos los adolescentes estan en su habitacion después del tiempo libre.
Parroquias hagan su oracién de la noche (solo para grupos de 20 0 mas).

13.Adolescentes que causen problemas deben ser reportados a lider adulto de su parroquia y después al Director
Diocesano. Infracciones del “Cédigo de Conducta” tendran como consecuencia el llamar a los padres y despedir al
adolescente de la actividad. No habra excepciones.

14.En todo momento, se le pide a chaperones que vigilen los pasillos el hotel, las escaleras, area de talleres y juegos,
area de la piscina, balcones, terrazas, ascensores. Favor de estar familiarizado con el hotel y los lugares que seréan
usados. Por ninguna razoén se le permitird al adolescente salir del hotel o de la actividad sin el acompafiamiento de un
chaperon adulto. Los chaperones adultos siempre deben saber en donde estan sus adolescentes.

15.No se permite las vistas en las habitaciones de adolescentes del sexo opuesto. Se espera que todo participante de
las conferencia tenga la oportunidad de aprovechar todo lo que se ofrece y se da en este fin de semana. A través de
esta guia esperamos contestar preguntas, evitar problemas y confusiéon. Muchas gracias por su disponibilidad de serviry
participar en la actividad y pre-actividad. Esperamos que usted aproveche lo que se ofrece en este fin de semana tanto
como los adolescentes.
